Determination

Payments made to the holders of such policies in respect of personal injuries to themselves are

regarded as "compensation" and will not give rise to either capital gains or losses (subsection
160ZB(1)).

2. This treatment will also apply to payments made to a trustee for a taxpayer who has been
injured.

Note: Workers Compensation payments may be taxed as ordinary income.
