PREAMBLE

This Ruling considers whether there is a "disposal” of an
asset for the purposes of the capital gains and capital |osses
("CGT") provisions of the I ncone Tax Assessnment Act 1936 if the
executor of a will (or the adm nistrator of a deceased estate)
transfers an estate asset, owned by the deceased when that person
died, to a beneficiary in four different situations:

(1) Where the asset is specifically given to the beneficiary
by the will or a court order under testator's famly
mai nt enance or fam |y provision |egislation (paragraphs
16-18).

(ii) Were the asset is sold during the adm nistration of the
estate to the beneficiary under the executor's (or
adm nistrator's) power to sell assets (paragraphs 19-
21).

(ii1) Wiere the asset is appropriated in or towards
satisfaction of the beneficiary's entitlenent to a
nonetary | egacy or a share of the estate (paragraphs 22-
27) .
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(iv) \Wiere the asset is bought by the grantee of a
testanmentary option (that is, an option given by a
deceased person by will to a grantee to purchase
property formng part of the deceased estate) who
exerci sed the option (paragraphs 28-32).

2. The Ruling al so addresses whether there is a "disposal" where
an estate asset, owned by the deceased when that person died, is
transmtted directly to a beneficiary of the deceased estate i.e.,
wi t hout the executor or adm nistrator first obtaining ownership of
the asset and then transferring it to the beneficiary (paragraphs
33-34).

3. Another issue considered in the Ruling is whether a taxpayer
acquires a dwelling as a beneficiary for the purposes of the CGI
sol e or principal residence exenption in section 160ZZQ where the
asset in situation (iii) above is a dwelling (paragraphs 35-36).

BACKGROUND

4. The death of the owner of an asset generally does not
constitute the disposal of that asset for the purposes of CGI
(subsection 160X(2)). Subject to special provisions in the | aw
whi ch apply where an asset passes to a tax-advantaged beneficiary
(section 160Y), the nere fact of a person's death therefore has no
CGT consequences to the deceased's estate. This is the case

whet her the date of death occurred before, on or after 20

Sept enber 1985.

5. Wiere a person died before 20 Septenber 1985, any asset that
formed part of the deceased's estate and passed to the deceased's
| egal personal representative or to a beneficiary is deened to
have been acquired by the representative or beneficiary before 20
Sept enber 1985 (subsection 160X(4)). Consequently, the CGI
provisions will not apply to any | ater disposal of such an asset
by the | egal personal representative or beneficiary. To determ ne
whet her an asset that fornmed part of the estate of the deceased
person has passed to the representative or to a beneficiary, it is
necessary to |l ook to section 160J, which is set out bel ow at

par agraphs 9 and 10.

6. However, there may be CGI consequences for the deceased' s

| egal personal representative or a beneficiary in the estate where
t he deceased died on or after 20 Septenber 1985. |In that case,
where an asset that formed part of a deceased's estate passes to
the | egal personal representative or to a beneficiary, the asset

I s deemed by subsection 160X(5) to have been acquired by the
representative or the beneficiary on the date of the deceased's
death. A capital gain may therefore accrue, or a capital |oss may
be incurred, on any |ater disposal of the asset by the
representative or beneficiary if the deceased died on or after 20
Sept enber 1985.

7. To determ ne whether a capital gain accrues or a capital |oss
is incurred in the circunstances considered in paragraph 6, an
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asset acquired by the deceased after 19 Septenber 1985 is deened
to have been acquired by the | egal personal representative or
beneficiary for a consideration equal to the rel evant cost base of
the asset in the hands of the deceased i mediately before his or
her death (paragraph 160X(5)(b)). However, if the asset was
acquired by the deceased before 20 Septenber 1985, it is deened to
have been acquired by the representative or beneficiary for a
consideration equal to the market value at the date of the
deceased' s deat h (paragraph 160X(5)(a)).

8. Were an asset that forned part of a deceased person's estate
passes to a | egal personal representative, and the asset |ater
passes to a beneficiary in the estate, its passing to the
beneficiary is deened not to be a disposal of the asset by the
representative for CGI purposes (paragraph 160X(3)(a)).

9. By paragraph 160J(a), a reference to an asset of a deceased's
estate passing to the deceased' s | egal personal representative is
a reference to an asset that forned part of

the estate comng into the ownership of a person as the executor
of the will or as the admnistrator of the deceased's estate.

10. Paragraph 160J(b) explains that in the CGI provisions:

"a reference to an asset that formed part of the estate of
a deceased person passing to a beneficiary in that estate
is areference to an asset that forned part of the estate
of the deceased person conming into the ownership of a
person as a beneficiary -

(i) under the will of the deceased person, or under
that will as varied by an order of a court; or

(ii) by operation of law as a result of the intestacy of
t he deceased person, or by operation of |law as a
result of that intestacy as the operation of the
law is varied by an order of a court,

whet her the asset was transmitted directly to that person
or was transferred to that person by the executor of the
will, or by the adm nistrator of the estate, of the
deceased person."

11. Direct transm ssion may occur if a |egal persona
representative decides that title in an asset should be
transmtted to a beneficiary even though title in that asset has
not first been transferred to the representative. In sone States,
for exanple, real property may be transmtted directly to the
beneficiary in these circunstances (e.g. see section 93 of the
Real Property Act 1900 (NSW, section 32 of the Real Property Act
1877 (Qd). Simlarly, under section 1091 of the Corporations Act

1989 shares or debentures of a deceased estate may be transferred
to a beneficiary without the | egal personal representative being
regi stered as the holder. Furthernore, in practice, in the case
of small estates, estate assets of small value are often
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transferred directly to beneficiaries w thout probate or letters
of adm ni stration bei ng obtained.

12. Section 160ZZQ provides an exenption from CGI on certain

di sposals of dwellings. For exanple, where a dwelling was the
sole or principal residence of a deceased person, the taxpayer
acquired the dwelling as a beneficiary in the estate of the
deceased person and the dwelling was disposed of within 12 nonths
of the deceased' s death (subsection 160ZZQ(14)). Subsection
160ZZQ(6) explains that in the section the expression "a taxpayer
having acquired a dwelling as a beneficiary in the estate of a
deceased person” is a reference to a taxpayer having acquired a
dwelling in the circunstances set out above in subparagraphs
160J(b) (i)and(ii).

13. The State and Territory |legislation that governs the

adm ni strati on of deceased estates gives the | egal personal
representative the power to appropriate assets fromthe estate in
or towards the satisfaction of the interest of the beneficiary in
that estate. For exanple, see section 46 of the Trustee Act 1925
(NSW,; section 46 of the Adm nistration and Probate Act 1958 (Vic)
and section 31 of the Trustee Act 1958 (Vic). The appropriation
of property under such a power is subject to any contrary
intention expressed in the will and generally requires the consent
of the beneficiary. It is also usual for a will expressly to give
the executor the power to distribute assets of the estate "in
speci e".

14. In this context the expression "in specie” nmeans "in its own
form and essence, and not in its equivalent"” (Roger Bird, OGsborn's
Conci se Law Dictionary (7th Edition), Sweet & Maxwell, 1983).

15. Usually a will expressly gives the executor the power to sel
assets of the estate. A power of sale may also be inplied from
the terms of the will.

RULI NG

VWhere an asset is specifically given to a beneficiary by the will
or a court order

16. Were an asset is transferred by an executor of a wll to a
beneficiary and that asset was specifically bequeathed or devised
to the beneficiary in the will (or transferred by an order under
testator's famly maintenance or famly provision |egislation),
the asset cones into the ownership of the relevant person "as a
beneficiary under the will of the deceased person" (paragraph
160J(b)). Consequently, an asset that forned part of the estate
of a deceased person "passes to a beneficiary in that estate" and,
by virtue of paragraph 160X(3)(a), the executor has not disposed
of the asset. The position is the same whether the gift in issue
is a devise or a specific, general, denonstrative or residuary

| egacy.

17. Because the asset has passed to the beneficiary in the
deceased estate, subsection 160X(5) operates - in a situation
where the deceased person died on or after 20 Septenber 1985 - to
deemthe asset to have been acquired :

(a) by the beneficiary on the date of the deceased' s deat h;
and

(b) for an anpbunt equal to:

(i) its market value as at the date of death - if the
asset was acquired by the deceased before 20 Septenber
1985 (paragraph 160X(5)(a)); or

(ii) the anmpbunt that woul d have been its cost base, indexed
cost base or reduced cost base to the deceased - if
the asset was acquired by the deceased on or after 20
Sept enber 1985 (paragraph 160X(5)(b) and subsecti on
160X(6)) .

18. A capital gain nay accrue to, or a capital |oss nmay be
i ncurred by, the beneficiary on any |later disposal of the asset by
t he beneficiary.

Where an asset is sold to a beneficiary under a power of sale

19. Were a legal personal representative, under a power of sale,
sells an asset to a person who happens to be a beneficiary, that
asset does not, in the words of paragraph 160J(b), "confe] into

t he ownership of a person as a beneficiary under the will... or by
operation of law as a result of the intestacy of the deceased
person”. The buyer acquires the asset as a purchaser, not in the

capacity of a beneficiary. It follows that paragraph 160X(3)(a)
does not apply and that there is a disposal of the asset by the
representative to the beneficiary.

20. Where the deceased died on or after 20 Septenber 1985, a
capital gain may accrue to, or a capital |loss may be incurred by:

(a) the |l egal personal representative on disposing of the
asset to the beneficiary; and

(b) the beneficiary on any |l ater disposal of the asset by the
beneficiary.

21. Were the deceased died before 20 Septenber 1985, the CGI
provi sions do not apply to the sale by the |egal personal
representative to the beneficiary because the representative is
deened to have acquired the asset before that date (subsection
160X(4)). However, the CGI provisions apply to any |ater disposal
by the beneficiary, provided that the sale contract between the
representative and the beneficiary was entered into on or after 20
Sept enber 1985, because subsection 160X(4) does not apply to the
sale to the beneficiary.
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Where an asset is appropriated in or towards satisfaction of a
beneficiary's entitl enent

22. The expressions "under the will of the deceased person" and
"by operation of law as a result of the intestacy” in paragraph
160J(b) should not be narrowl y construed.

23. The words "under the will" in paragraph 160J(b) do not nean
only "in strict conformty with the will", "expressly by force of
the will" or "by virtue of the will". Rather, those words have a
meani ng akin to "in pursuance of the will" or "under the authority
of the will": Evans v. Friemann (1981) 53 FLR 229 at 238. The
broad neaning of "under the will" can be contrasted with an
expression such as "under and in conformty with the trusts
contained in the will" (which appears in paragraph 73(1)(f) of the

Stanp Duties Act 1920 (NSW).

24. The expression "by operation of law as a result of the

i ntestacy of the deceased person” does not nmean only "by virtue of
intestacy law giving a specific entitlenent”. The expression

i ncludes "by the exercise of an admnistrator's statutory powers
such as the appropriation of assets".

25. Where there is no specific bequest or devise but an executor
of a wll distributes an asset in specie to a beneficiary in or
towards satisfaction of that beneficiary's entitlenent in the wll
(e.g. to a share of residue) that asset cones into ownership of
the person "as a beneficiary under the will". Consequently,

par agr aph 160X(3)(a) applies and the distribution is not a

di sposal by the executor for CGTI purposes.

26. Simlarly, where the adm nistrator of a deceased estate

di stributes an asset in specie to a beneficiary in or towards
satisfaction of that person's entitlement under the intestacy |aw,
the asset conmes into the ownership of the person "as a beneficiary
by operation of law ... as a result of the intestacy of the
deceased person”. It follows that the distribution is within

par agraph 160X(3)(a) and is not a disposal by the adm nistrator
for CGI purposes.

27. Subsection 160X(5) operates in each of the situations in

par agraphs 25 and 26 in broadly the sane manner as explained in
paragraph 17. |In essence, where the deceased died on or after 20
Sept enber 1985 a capital gain may accrue to, or a capital |oss may
be incurred by, the beneficiary on any |later disposal of the asset
by the beneficiary.

Where an asset is bought by a grantee of a testanentary option
exerci sed by the grantee

28. A deceased person may by his or her will give to a person (in
this Ruling referred to as "a grantee”) a right to purchase
property that forns part of the estate. |If that option to
purchase is exercised by the grantee, the grant of the option and
t he purchase transaction "shall be treated as a single
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transaction" (subsections 160ZZC(7) and 160ZzZC(8)). Accordingly,
the exercise of the option is not treated as the disposal of the
option for CGI purposes.

29. Whether there is a disposal of an asset, for CGI purposes,
where the grantee exercises the option and the executor transfers
the property to the grantee, depends on whether the property cones
into the ownership of the grantee "as a beneficiary under the wll
of the deceased person” in terns of paragraph 160J(b). In this
situation, on the exercise of the option, a contract of sale would
be entered into with the grantee as the purchaser of the property.

30. This Ofice accepts that the asset conmes into the ownership of
the grantee "under the will of the deceased" within the broad
meani ng of that termset out in paragraph 23. However, the
property cones into the ownership of the grantee as a purchaser
not as a beneficiary. Therefore, paragraph 160X(3)(a) does not
apply and there is a disposal of the property by the executor to

t he grantee.

31. Wiere the deceased died on or after 20 Septenber 1985, capital
gain may accrue to, or a capital loss nmay be incurred by:

(a) the executor on disposing of the property to the grantee;
and

(b) the grantee on any later disposal of the property by the
gr ant ee.

32. Were the deceased died before 20 Septenber 1985, the CGI
provi sions do not apply to the sale by the |egal personal
representative to the grantee because the representative is deened
to have acquired the asset before that date (subsection 160X(4)).
However, the CGI provisions apply to any | ater disposal by the
grantee, provided that the sale contract between the
representative and the grantee was entered into on or after 20
Sept enber 1985, because subsection 160X(4) does not apply to the
sale to the grantee.

Direct transnission of an asset to a beneficiary

33. If, in the admnistration of a deceased estate, an estate
asset owned by a deceased person when that person died cones into
the ownership of a person as a beneficiary under the deceased's
will by being transmtted directly to the beneficiary, the asset
passes to the beneficiary in terns of paragraph 160J(b). The
asset would not be disposed of by the | egal personal
representative to the beneficiary because the representative never
becane the owner of the asset.

34. Subsection 160X(5) operates in the situation considered in
paragraph 33 in the sanme broad manner as expl ained in paragraph
17. In essence, where the deceased died on or after 20 Septenber
1985, a capital gain may accrue to, or a capital |oss may be

i ncurred by, the beneficiary on any |later disposal of the asset by
t he beneficiary.

Appropriation of the deceased's principal residence in or towards
satisfaction of a beneficiary's entitl enent

35. Wiether a beneficiary "acquire[s] a dwelling as a beneficiary
in the estate of a deceased person” for the purposes of section
160ZZQ in these circunstances turns on the construction of the
expressions "under the will of the deceased person” and "by

operation of law as a result of the intestacy". Wuether a
distribution in specie of an asset satisfies these words is
consi dered above in paragraphs 22 to 26. It follows fromthose

par agraphs that a distribution in specie of a dwelling by a | egal
personal representative of a deceased person to a beneficiary
results in that beneficiary acquiring the dwelling "under the wll
of the deceased person” or "by operation of law as a result of an
I ntestacy"”.

36. Thus, where a | egal personal representative appropriates a
dwelling to a beneficiary in or towards satisfaction of that
person's entitlenent, the beneficiary has "acquired the dwelling
as a beneficiary in the deceased estate" for the purposes of
section 160ZZQ Subject to the other requirenents of section
160ZZQ being satisfied, the dwelling would be excluded fromthe
operation of the CGI provisions.
