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 Notice of Withdrawal

Can an entity which is seeking recognition in terms of paragraph
78(1)(A), and has been established by a church or community
organisation, have a dissolution clause that permits surplus property
on winding-up of the entity to go to the general funds of the
founding church or community organisation?
