2. TD 93/236 is being withdrawn to form part of a consolidated Determination on the 
tax treatment of the grant of an easement, profit à prendre or licence over an asset. 

3. The issue covered by TD 93/236 is now covered in Taxation Determination 
TD 2018/15 Income tax:  capital gains:  does CGT event D1 happen if a taxpayer grants 
an easement, profit à prendre or licence over an asset?
