Draft Taxation Rulings (DTRs) represent the
prelimnary, though considered, views of the
Australian Taxation Ofice.

What this Ruling is about

1. This Ruling considers:

(a) when fees are 'derived under subsection
25(1) (income according to ordinary
concepts) of the Incone Tax Assessnent Act
1936 (1 TAA) by those professional persons
whose inconme is assessable on an accruals
basi s; and

(b) the effect of a statutory inpedinent to
commenci ng | egal proceedings for the
recovery of professional fee incone.

2. This Ruling deals only with those cases
where, on the facts, the fees inconme is
assessabl e on an accruals, rather than a cash,
basis. It is not concerned with the threshold
i ssue of which of the two nethods is correct in
any given situation.

Rul i ng

(a) Wen fee incone is derived

Each case on nerits by reference to contract or
arrangement

3. The question of when professional fee
income is derived under subsection 25(1) of the
| TAA needs to be determ ned by reference to
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the facts of each case, and especially by
reference to the terns of the contract or
arrangenent entered into between the

prof essional person and the client. In
particular, it is necessary to determ ne when,
on a proper construction of the contract or
arrangenent, a recoverable debt is created such
that the professional person is not obliged to
take any further steps before becomng entitled
to paynent. A fee is 'recoverable in the

rel evant sense even if tinme to pay has been

all owed. An exception to the position that the
fee incone is assessabl e when a recoverabl e
debt arises can apply if the fees incone is
received in advance of the work to which it

rel ates (see paragraph 8 bel ow).

Contracts or arrangenents referred to are only
I ndi cative

4. Contracts or arrangenents for professiona
wor k take many fornms. Although many are in
witing, many are not. The contracts or
arrangenents referred to in paragraphs 5 to 8
bel ow are only indicative of the types that
exi st; they are not an exhaustive |isting.

Recoverabl e debt only on billing client

5. The proper construction of the particul ar
contract or arrangenent nmay be that a
recoverabl e debt for the professional work done
is created only when the professional person
bills the client. This is the nost conmon
arrangenment for professional work, particularly
if the terns of the contract or arrangenent are
not in witing. 1In these circunstances, the
fee incone is derived in the incone year in

whi ch the professional person presents the bil
tothe client. This is so even if the bil

all ows additional tine for paynent.

Recover abl e debt when work whol |y conpl et ed
(1 ncluding
gquantum neruit)

6. Under the contract or arrangenent a
recover abl e debt may be created, with the

prof essi onal person not needing to bill the
client, once the work is wholly conpleted. If
this is the case, the fee income is derived in
the incone year in which the work is in fact
whol Iy conpleted. However, if the professional
work is termnated prematurely (for instance,
because of the dism ssal or resignation of the
prof essi onal person), he or she may have an
action in quantummneruit for the work already

done. The professional person in these

ci rcunst ances derives the fee incone (being the
anmount of the quantumneruit claim in the

i nconme year in which the professional work
ended early.

Recover abl e debts arising progressively

7. The legal effect of the contract or
arrangenent may be that recoverabl e debts
arise, with the professional person not needi ng
to bill the client, for work conpl eted by the
end of particular (say, three nonth) periods or
on the happeni ng of sone specifically nom nated
actions or events. In these cases, the

pr of essi onal person derives the fee incone in
the incone year or years in which each of the
particul ar periods ends or in which each of the
specifically nom nated actions or events
happens.

Recei pt of fee in advance of work done

8. A professional person will sonetines
receive fee incone in advance of the work to
which it relates. If the contract or
arrangenent requires that the fee be paid in
advance, the fee incone is derived in the

i nconme year in which the professional person
conpletes the work (or the part of the work) to
which the fee relates. On the other hand, if
the client sinply pays early, the fee incone is
deri ved when a recoverabl e debt arises or would
have arisen if the client had not paid early
(see paragraphs 5 to 7 above).

9. Wen the client has '"incurred the fee for
cl ai m ng any all owabl e deducti on under
subsection 51(1) (the general deduction
provision) of the ITAAis not relevant for
determ ni ng when the professional person has
"derived' the fee income under subsection 25(1)
of the I TAA

(b) Statutory inpedinent to debt
recovery

10. A statutory inpedinent to a professional
per son conmenci ng | egal proceedings for
recovery of fees does not defer the tine at
whi ch he or she derives the incone.
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Dat e of effect

11. This Ruling applies (subject to any
limtations inposed by statute) for years of
I ncome conmenci ng both before and after the
date on which it is issued.

Expl anati ons

(a) Wien fee incone is derived

12. The Australian courts have held that incone
assessabl e on an accruals basis is 'derived
under subsection 25(1) of the | TAA when a
recoverabl e debt is created such that the
taxpayer is not obliged to take any further
steps before becomng entitled to paynent
(Farnsworth v. FC of T (1949) 78 CLR 504;

(1949) 9 ATD 33; Henderson v. FC of T (1970)
119 CLR 612; 70 ATC 4016; (1970) 1 ATR 596; FC
of T v. Australian Gas Light Co. 83 ATC 4800;
(1983) 15 ATR 105). A fee is 'recoverable' in
the rel evant sense even if tinme to pay has been
al | oned (Henderson's Case per Barw ck CJ

119 CLR at 651; 70 ATC at 4020; 1 ATR at 601).
An exception to the position that incone is
derived when a recoverabl e debt arises can
apply if anpbunts are received or receivable in
advance of goods being supplied or services
bei ng provided - see paragraph 8 above (Arthur
Murray (NSW Pty Ltd v. FC of T (1965) 114 CLR
314; (1965) 14 ATD 98).

(b) Statutory inpedinent to debt
recovery

13. Sone professional persons are subject to
statutory provisions which [imt the
commencenent of |egal action to recover fees.
In some Australian jurisdictions, |egislation
relating to certain professions provides for
t he passing of a specified period before the
pr of essi onal person can begin an action to
recover fees. Exanples of these provisions
are:

(a) section 61 of the Supreme Court Act 1986
(Vic.), which provides that a solicitor
cannot conmence or maintain an action for
the recovery of fees, charges or
di sbursenents until the expiration of one
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nonth after the delivery by the solicitor
to a client of a detailed bill of costs;
and

(b) subsection 35(2) of the Medical
Practitioners Act 1938 (NSW, which
provi des that no action for the recovery of
medi cal fees can be commenced until the

expiration of six nonths after a bill for
servi ces rendered has been served on the
patient.

14. The decision of the Full Federal Court of
Australia in

Barratt v. FC of T 92 ATC 4275; (1992) 23 ATR
339 is authority for the view that a statutory
i npedi ment to commenci ng | egal proceedi ngs for
recovery of a debt does not defer the tine at
whi ch fees incone is derived under subsection
25(1) by a professional person whose incone is
assessabl e on an accruals basis. Barratt's
Case concerned subsection 35(2) of the Medica
Practitioners Act (NSW. The Federal Court
rejected the view that an anmount cannot be
derived unless it is presently recoverable by
action.

15. It is necessary to distinguish between the
comng into existence of a debt and the
operation of an inpedinent on the recovery of
an already existing debt (Re Poll ack; Ex parte
DFC of T 91 ATC 4925 at 4930; (1991) 22 ATR 670
at 677). Statutory inpedinents such as those
i nposed by subsection 35(2) of the Medical
Practitioners Act (NSW and section 61 of the
Suprene Court Act (Vic.) do not stipulate a
condition precedent to the existence of the
debt. Rather, they are an inpediment on the
recovery of an existing debt.

Exanpl es

(a) Wen fee incone is derived
Recoverabl e debt only on billing client
(paragraph 5 above)

Exanple 1

16. A radiologist is one of several partners in
a radiology practice, the inconme of which is
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assessabl e on an accruals basis. The
radi ol ogi st consults wth a patient on the |ast
day of an incone year and bills the patient on
the follow ng day. The fee incone is derived
in the incone year in which the bill issues.

Exanpl e 2

17. A pathologist is one of several partners in
a pat hol ogy practice, the incone of which is
assessabl e on an accruals basis. The

pat hol ogi st consults with a patient on the | ast
day of the inconme year and bills the patient on
the sanme day. The bill indicates that the
anount due is payable within 30 days. The fee
i nconme is derived in the incone year in which
the bill issues (not the inconme year in which
the fee is payable).

Recover abl e debt when work wholly conpl et ed
(paragraph 6
above)

Exanpl e 3

18. Alarge firmof chartered accountants, the
I ncome of which is assessable on an accrual s
basis, enters into a contract to audit a
trading trust's accounts. Under the contract,
a recoverable debt for the fee arises (wthout
a bill needing to issue) at the end of the
entire audit process. The fee incone is
derived in the incone year in which the audit
process is conpl eted.

Quantum neruit cl ai m (paragraph 6 above)
Exanpl e 4

19. A solicitor whose incone is assessable on
an accruals basis agrees to do the conveyanci ng
on the sale of a client's hone for a fee of
$700 plus disbursements due on conpletion of
the work. After the solicitor has begun to
prepare the contract docunents, the client
decides to wthdraw the property fromsale and
termnates the solicitor's services. The
solicitor has an action in quantumneruit for
the work already done. He derives the fee

I ncone (being the amount of the quantum neruit
claim in the income year in which his services
are term nat ed.

Recover abl e debts arising progressively
(paragraph 7 above)
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Exanpl e 5

20. A firmof accountants, the inconme of which
i s assessable on an accruals basis, iIs
contracted as external auditors of a large
conpany. The contract provides that paynent is
due (w thout the accountants needing to bill
the conpany) at three nonthly intervals for
wor k done during the preceding three nonths.
The fee incone for work done in a particul ar
three nonth period is derived in the incone
year in which that three nonth period ends.

Recei pt of fee in advance of work done:
contractua
requi renent (paragraph 8 above)

Exanpl e 6

21. Afirmof architects, the inconme of which
is assessable on an accruals basis, requires a
$750 up-front paynent before commenci ng work on
drafting plans. The fee income of $750 is
derived in the incone year in which the plans
are conpl et ed.

Recei pt of fee in advance of work done: early
paynent
(paragraph 8 above)

Exanmple 7

22. An accountant whose inconme is assessable on
an accruals basis quotes a fee of $100 to
prepare a client's inconme tax return, but
offers a 5 %discount if paynent is made in
advance. The client decides to pay in advance
to obtain the discount. The fee incone of $95
is derived in the incone year in which the
income tax return is conpl eted.

Exanpl e 8

23. An engi neer whose incone is assessable on
an accruals basis quotes a fee of $5 000 for
engi neering work to be conpleted wthin two
months. The fee is due (wthout the need for a
bill to issue) when the engi neer conpletes the
work. The client pays the whole

$5 000 fee before the engi neer begins work even
t hough there is no obligation or financial
advantage to do so. The fee income of $5 000
is derived in the incone year in which the

engi neering work is conpl eted.
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(b) Statutory inpedinent to debt
recovery

Exampl e 9

24. A solicitor whose incone is assessable on
an accruals basis practises in Victoria. She
confers with a client and sends out a detailed
bill of costs. Two weeks later, at the end of
the incone year, the bill renmains unpaid. The
fee incone is derived in the incone year in
which the solicitor bills the client. Al though
section 61 of the Suprene Court Act (Vic.)
nmeans that she will be unable to conmence | egal
action to recover the fees until one nonth
after the delivery of the detailed bill of
costs, this does not defer the tinme at which
the fee incone is derived.
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
