Draft Taxation Determination TD 2000/D19 is withdrawn with effect from today.

TD 2000/D19 deals with whether the general CGT discount in Division 115 of the Income
Tax Assessment Act 1997 are available for a capital gain made under CGT event K6.
These issues are now dealt with in draft Taxation Ruling TR 2004/D6 which issues today.
