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PREAMBLE      The question has been raised whether tax instalment
          deductions should be made where an author submits work to a
          publishing house on a speculative basis.  Is the author an
          employee of the publisher?

RULING        Tax instalments need not be deducted where an author has the
          freedom to conduct his work activities as he pleases, submits
          work on a speculative basis and the publisher does not exercise
          control over the style or content of the work.
