PREAMBLE

This Ruling provides details of a response recently given by
this Ofice to a request for an opinion on the possible operation
of Part VA of the Incone Tax Assessnent Act 1936 to a sal e of
shares in a conpany in liquidation to a close relative. It also
addresses the position where a conpany is in receivership.

RULI NG
2. The terns of the response were as foll ows:

- the foll owm ng cooments are provided in relation to the
general application of Part |IVA to share transfer arrangenents,
sonetinmes referred to as 'wash sales', that are intended to
generate or realise capital losses - with particular reference to
shares in conpanies in |iquidation.

3. It is not possible to give an assurance that Part |VA would
not apply to 'wash sale' arrangenents generally. It is considered
that Part |IVA can apply where, as a consequence of the
arrangenent, an anount to be included in a taxpayer's assessable

i ncone under section 160ZO is reduced by a subsection 160ZC(1)
anmount. This reflects the view put by the Conm ssioner in a paper
to the Commttee for Econom c Devel opnent of Australia, on

19 Septenber 1988, entitled "Tax Adm nistration, Policy and
Procedure - A back to fundanental s approach".
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4. Bef ore any consideration of the application of Part IVAto
such arrangenents in relation to shares in conpanies in
liquidation, it is necessary to determ ne whether there can
legally be an effective transfer of shares (i.e. in accordance
with the Corporations Act 1990 and the subject conpany's
Articles).

5. Assum ng that shares in a particular case are effectively
transferred, the question of whether Part |VA mght apply would
depend on the facts of the particul ar case, applying the tests set
out in section 177D. In this connection, we do not accept a
proposition that share arrangenents between rel ated parties such
as famly nenbers are precluded fromthe possible application of
Part | VA

6. However, subject to these reservations and to the terns of
Taxat i on Rullng | T 2500, a transfer of shares in a conpany in
liquidation would not, as a general rule, attract the application
of Part |VA where :

(a) absolute control and ownership of the shares are validly
and effectively transferred,

(b) the shares are transferred at a true market val ue; and

(c) there is no intention, arrangenent or understanding at the
time of transfer that the shares are to be re-acquired.”

7. Rel evant to the reference in paragraph 4 to the Corporations

Act is section 468 of the Corporations Act, which has the effect
of voiding all transfers of shares nmade after the comencenent of
a wnding up by the Court, unless the Court orders otherw se.
Simlarly, subsection 493(2) of the Corporations Act voids al
transfers of shares nade after the commencenent of a voluntary

wi nding up, with the |liquidator having a discretion to validate
any transfers. The precise effect of these sections is not
settled (see National Acceptance Corporation Pty Ltd v. Benson &
O's (1988) 12 NSWR 213; 6 ACLC 685; 13 ACLR 1). For exanple, it
is not clear whether the effect of the sectionis to void a
transfer as between a vendor and purchaser.

8. There are no simlar provisions in the Conpani es Code that
affect the transfer of shares in a conpany in receivership.

9. The ternms of the advice given in the response above wll be
appl i ed generally.
