The Australian Taxation Olffice is restructuring, renumbering and rewriting the income tax
law in plain language. The Parliament is amending the income tax law progressively to
reflect these aims. As new laws come into effect, Taxation Determinations about old laws
are being brought into line with them.

Taxation Determination 92/130 is withdrawn with effect from today.

Section 118-15 of the Income Tax Assessment Act 1997 extends the exemption to amounts
that have been received by the spouse or relative of an injured person.
